ESC 
120 is required in place of INQ 170 in the following cases: (a) transfer students; however, those who have had co-op experience in engineering/computer 
science and/or have transferred 12 credits of engineering/computer science courses can petition to waive ESC 120;  (b) students who, as freshmen at 
CSU, started in another major and completed an Inquiry Launch course different from INQ 170; (c) Honors students who take the Honors Inquiry Launch 
course.  Neither INQ 170 nor ESC 120 is required for transfer students with an Associates of Applied Science degree. 
 
The plan above is a suggested guide to ensure that all Core Curriculum, College, University, and Major requirements are met within 5 years of study. 
Students may deviate from the suggested placement of Core Curriculum courses, although the FQR and FYV requirements should be completed during 
the first year of study.  General Electives ensure that a student accumulates the minimum credit hour totals needed for graduation. Students must have a 
minimum of 120 total credit hours, of which a minimum of 42 credit hours must be upper division (300 or 400-level courses).
